Having seen the charges against Ali Easa Harth, a Nigerian National, 21 years of age, son of Easa and Hager, born on the 1st January 1998, in Kuri, Nigeria, -presently without address and holder of Pakistan Passport Number 19I-025. 

Charged with having on the 29th of August, 2020 or days prior to this date in these islands:

1. used or had in his possession a passport, which he knew to be forged, altered or tampered with;

2. on same date, time and circumstances knowingly making use of any other forged document;

3. on same date, time and circumstances without lawful authority used or had in his possession any document required for the purposes of the Immigration Act which is forged.
Having seen that the defendant admitted the charges brought against him, and that he confirmed this admission of guilt even after having been given time to reconsider his plea.

Having seen the documents filed by the prosecuting officer.

Having heard the submissions regarding the penalty to be meted out.

Having considered

That defendant admitted the chargess brought against him; these are consequently sufficiently proven.

With regards to the penalty to be meted out the Court took into consideration the nature of the offences of which the defendant is being found guilty, his cooperation with the investigating officer, and his admission at the earliest stage of these proceedings as well as his clean conviction sheet.

Wherefore the Court, after having seen section 189 of Chapter 9 of the Laws of Malta, section 5 of Chapter 61 of the Laws of Malta, and section 32(1)(f) of Chapter 217 of the Laws of Malta, on his admission finds defendant guilty of the charges brought against him and condemns him to seven (7) months imprisonment.
