Fatti

2. Fis-6 ta’ Dicembru, 2019, ir-rikorrenti intavolat applikazzjoni ghal
Permess Uniku fir-rigward ta’ Residenza u Xoghol mal-intimata Identity Malta
Agency. Wara li l-intimata ezaminat |-applikazzjoni u ghamlet il-verifiki kollha
necessarji, harget approvazzjoni in principle favur ir-rikorrenti, li permezz
taghha din inghatat zmien sitt xhur mill-20 ta’ Lulju, 2020 sabiex tiehu I-passi
mehtiega fosthom bl-applikazzjoni ghal visa, sabiex tkun tista’ tidhol fil-pajjiz u
tibda l-impjieg taghha. F'din l-ittra, ir-rikorrenti giet mgharrfa li “... your request
has been granted in principle, but it is important to understand that this letter
is NOT your work permit.” Ir-rikorrenti giet mgharrfa wkoll |i hija setghet
tivvjagga lejn Malta sabiex tibda |-impjieg taghha f'Malta, sakemm hija
tissodisfa r-rekwiziti kollha I-ohra marbuta mal-immigrazzjoni, u din I-
approvazzjoni kienet geghda tinghatalha suggett ghal kull approvazzjoni ohra li
tista’ tkun mehtiega mill-Awtoritajiet Maltin, fosthom dawk tas-sahha, rekwiziti
marbuta mal-visa, u restrizzjonijiet ohra marbuta mal-ivvjaggar minhabba I-
pandemija tal-Covid-19.

Id-Decizjoni Appellata

5. Permezz tad-decizjoni moghtija fit-30 ta’ Novembru, 2021, il-Bord
iddecieda li d-decizjoni ta’ Identity Malta Agency ghandha tigi revokata, u laga’
[-appell tar-rikorrenti b’'mod limitat, b’tali mod li estenda |-approval-in-principle

“1. Preliminary
The Board:

Saw that in virtue of a decision dated 19" May, 2021, Identity Malta Agency stated
that the relative application for a Single Permit had been rejected for the following
reason: “Reference is made to the ‘Credit Note or Extension of Approval in Principle
Letter Offer’ wherein you were granted two options. Given that you have failed to
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inform Identity Malta Agency with your option within fifteen working days from
receipt of this communication, the approval in principle issued by the Agency is being
withdrawn”;

Saw the appeal registered on 25th May, 2021; and

Saw the reply filed by Identity Malta Agency on 26th July, 2021.

2. Submissions filed, evidence produced and considerations of the Board

The Board observed that when the appeal was filed, the receipt issued instructed the
parties to submit any further documentation within fifteen days. At the outset, the
Board declares that although it is not legally bound to hold sittings, Art. 3(2) of the
Administrative Justice Act (Chapter 490 of the Laws of Malta) stipulates that amongst
the principle which this Board, among other bodies, is bound to uphold, is the principle
of equality of arms. The Board refers to the judgment of the Court of Appeal Edwin
Zarb et vs Gilbert Spiteri et (decided on 6th February, 2015) in which it was held that
the principle audi alteram partem does not necessarily mean that the parties must be
physically heard but that they must be given sufficient time to present the evidence
they wish to present. It is up to the court (or in this case, the Board) to decide what
should be done in the interest of justice.

The Board noted that the Agency addressed its decision to the prospective employer
(Mr Joseph Grima — 72, Triq it-Teatru I-Antik, Valletta), not to the appellant. This is in
violation of Regulation 15 of S.L. 217.17, which requires that the appellant be
personally served with the decision. No appeal can be fuori termine when the decision
subject to appeal was addressed to the prospective employer, not to the appellant
personally.

The Board noted that in paragraph 6 of its reply, the Agency argued that as its decision
was pursuant to a “pragmatic administrative initiative” this Board lacked competence
to adjudge the appeal in terms of Article 25A (1)(c) of the Immigration Act.

The Board noted that in virtue of Regulation 3(1)(a) of Subsidiary Legislation 595.07,
Identity Malta Agency “shall carry out functions and duties of the public
administration” in relation to “visas, residence permits, work permits and other
administrative matters related to expatriates.”

Article 25(1)(c) of the Immigration Act empowers this Board to “hear and determine
appeals or applications in virtue of the provisions of this Act or regulations made
thereunder or in virtue of any other law.”
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It is clear to the Board that as this is an appeal concerning a Single Permit application
lodged pursuant to the provisions of S.L. 217.17, this Board enjoys competence to
handle this appeal. Article 25A(1)(c) makes that clear (“... to hear and determine
appeals or applications in virtue of the provisions of this Act or regulations made
thereunder ...”).

The administrative methodology which the Agency adopts is also subject to the
Board’s scrutiny. This is because S.L. 217.17 itself spells out what methods the Agency
must use to process Single Permit applications. This Board must therefore examine
whether the methods used by the Agency were lawful. This is not because the Board
enjoys competence to examine how administrative authorities operate, but simply
because the Agency’s administrative procedures do not operate in vacuo, but greatly
affect the immigration status of applicants and appellants. Therefore, insofar as the
Agency’s methods impact the immigration status of applicants and appellants, those
methods can be scrutinised by this Board.

The Board now refers to paragraphs 3, 4 and 5 of the reply and notes that the Agency
was wrong to only notify prospective employers. The wording of S.L. 217.17 refers
specifically to applications being lodged by applicants, not by prospective employers.
Therefore, the Agency had to allow the applicants themselves to choose, not their
prospective employers. It is the applicant who is in control of his application.
Therefore, all communication must be addressed to the applicant, not the prospective
employer.

The holding of a press conference and the publication of the new administrative
procedure on the website do not operate in such a way as to bypass the text and the
spirit of the law.

There is also an inconsistency in the Agency’s reply. Whereas in paragraph 3, the
Agency claims that it had informed the prospective employer via the postal services,
in paragraph 5 it then states that “the appellant failed to inform the Agency.”

How can the Agency expect the appellant to provide feedback when it would have
addressed its communication not to him, but to the prospective employer?

Having made these considerations, the Board holds that it does have competence to
decide this appeal and shall provide further hereunder.

3. Decision
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Therefore, after having read the relative submissions as well as after having seen the
provisions of Chapter 217 of the Laws of Malta and of S.L. 217.17, the Board revokes
the Agency’s decision, accepts the appeal in a limited manner and directs:

- That in view of the pandemic and the difficulties in travel between Member States
and non-EU countries, the approval-in-principle letter is being extended by the Board
for a period of six months, starting from the date of receipt of this decision;

- That pursuant to this, within two weeks from this decision, an authorised
representative of the prospective employer is to submit an affidavit to Identity Malta
Agency declaring (if such is still the case) that the appellant’s services are still needed;
- That Identity Malta Agency, particularly the section dealing with visas, is to afford
the appellant all necessary facilitation (in view of the approval-in-principle) according
to law.

Thereafter, based on the relative affidavit, the Agency is to review the appellant’s
application and decide afresh.

The Board orders that this decision be served on the appellant, on the prospective
employer, on Jobsplus and on Identity Malta Agency without delay.”
