The Court, 
Having seen the joint application of the parties by virtue of which  they premised:




1. That the parties were married on the twenty-eighth (28) of December, of the year two thousand and fifteen (2015) in the Public Registry of Malta, which marriage is registered with progressive number two, five, six, seven of the year two thousand and fifteen (2567/2015) as is apparent from the marriage certificate annexed hereto and marked as 'Dok A';
2. That no children were born from this marriage;
3. That the conjugal life of the parties was no longer possible for valid reasons that according to Civil law gave rise to a personal separation, and the parties legally separated by a public deed in the acts of Notary Dr. Sylvana Borg Caruana on the twenty ninth (29) of October of the year two thousand and twenty four (2024) a true copy of the contract here attached and marked as 'Doc B';
4. That there is no reasonable prospect of reconciliation between them given that today they have a life which is totally separate from each other;
5. That according to the above-mentioned public deed the parties have no maintenance obligations towards each other due to mutual decadence, and there are no pending lawsuits between them;
6. That in addition there is also no maintenance due for children since the parties have no children from this marriage;
7. That these aforesaid facts satisfy all the conditions required to obtain a divorce in accordance with Article 66B of the Civil Code, Chapter 16 of the Laws of Malta;
8. That in view of the fact that one of the parties does not understand the Maltese language, but understands the English language, a translated copy of this application in English is being submitted so that the eventual decision given by this Honourable Court will be in the English language.

The applicants therefore humbly request this Honourable Court to:

1. Pronounce the dissolution of the marriage between the parties, as they have no further documents and evidence to present, nor do they have further submissions to make,

2 Order the Registrar of Courts to notify the Director of the Public Registry, within the time allowed by the same Court, of the dissolution of this marriage, so that it may be registered in the Public Registry

Having seen the documents filed with the application;
Having seen applicants’ affidavits;
Having seen its decree of the 12th November 2024;
Having seen Section 66 B of the Civil Code, Chapter 16 of the Laws of Malta;
Having seen all the acts;
Considers:
Therefore the Court having seen that the parties satisfied all the legal requirements to be granted a divorce as he has proved that parties have been legally separated since 29th October 2024; 
Having also seen that the Applicants also proved that there is no reasonable prospect that they can reconcile and that no maintenance is due;
Therefore the Court accedes to the request, declares that the marriage between the parties is dissolved and orders the Court Registrar to inform the Director of the Public Registry within ten days from today with the dissolution of the parties’ marriage so that it will be registered in the Public Registry;  
The Court orders that each party is to bear its own costs.
The Court reduces the term for appeal to four days.
