Having seen the charges laid against:

Jason Byrne of 28 years, son of Trevor and Deborah neé Byrne, born in Dublin in
Ireland on the 4™ of October 1986, residing Saint George’s Park, Room 329,
Dragonara Road, Saint Julian’s and holder of Irish Passport bearing number

PS1281232.
With having:
1. Reviled, or threatened, or caused bodily harm to any person lawfully charged

with a public duty, while in the act of discharging their duty or because of

them having discharged such duty, or with intent to intimidate or unduly



influence them in the discharge of such duty, and this in breach of Article 95

of Chapter 9 of the laws of Malta;

2. Further more, with having on the same date, time, place and circumstances,
wilfully disturbs the public good order or the public peace, and this in breach

of Article 338(dd) of Chapter 9 of the laws of Malta;

3. Further more, with having on the same date, time, place and circumstances,
disobeyed the lawful orders of any authority or of any person entrusted with a
public service, and this in breach of Article 338(ee) of Chapter 9 of the laws of

Malta.

The Court;

Having heard the accusations, and the admission of the accused;

Having heard the apologies of the accused;

Having understood that the whole issue arose as a result of a misunderstanding due
to the fact that the accused was helping his sister who was in hospital and difficulties
arouse which led to him having an argument with the police;

Having understood that the accused has a clean criminal records and apologized for
his deeds, the Court does, in terms of Sec 22 of Chapter 446 of the Laws of Malta,
discharges him on condition he does not commit a similar offence within a period of

six (6) months.
