The Court,

Having seen the charges brought against accused 6+
Permit Card which she knew to be forged, altered or
tampered with, in the name of Mary Taylor bearing
numbers 44990, AR4933022 and 0298700AC
respectively (Cap 61, Sec 5 of the Laws of Malta)

She was charged also with having on same date, time
and circumstances committed any other kind of forgery, or
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have knowingly made use of any other forged document,
in the mentioned documents (Cap 9, Sec 189 of the Laws
of Malta)

She was also charged with having on same date, time
and circumstances forged any document or true copy of a
document r an entry made in pursuance of this act (Cap
217, Sec 32 (1d) of the Laws of Malta.

Having seen documents exhibited;

Having seen the Attorney General’s consent dated 26th
July, 2010;

Having heard accused register a guilty plea to the charges
brought against her which guilty plea was reaffirmed alter
the Court gave her adequate time during which to
reconsiders same.

Having heard submissions regarding the punishment to
be inflicted;

Considers;

That in view of the guilty plea filed by the accused the
Court cannot but find her guilty as charged.

That in considering the punishment to be inflicted, the
Court is taking into consideration the guilty plea filed by
the accused and the fact that the accused made use of
forged documents being a passport.

Consequently the Court after having see Section 5 of
Chapter 61 of the Laws of Malta, Section 189 of Chapter 9
of the Laws of Malta and Section 32(1d) of Chapter 217 of
the Laws of Malta finds the accused guilty as charged and
condemns her to a period of six (6) months imprisonment.
